This achievement allows for the sidewalks to be re-opened for pedestrian use. The exposed aggregate sidewalks provide the community a wider more aesthetically pleasing walkway. Since a major phase of the project has been completed, DDOT will be re-opening the sidewalks along Adams Mill Road on Wednesday, December 31, 2008.
